Refuse Contract:  Supervisor Clarke reported that the homeowner associations in the unincorporated areas were provided a copy of the Allied Waste contract renewal.  He met with several of the associations, and they are all in favor of the contract extension.  Copies of the contract were handed out at last month’s meeting.  Rich Vandermolen from Allied Waste was present to answer any questions.

This amount is less than the Truth-in-Tax threshold for publishing a legal notice and holding a public hearing.  The County will also cut the levy back to the tax cap limit.  The levy will be on the agenda for next month for approval.
