MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF SEPTEMBER 8, 2004

CALL TO ORDER: The Regular Meeting of the Board of Town Trustees was called to order at
7:30 p.m., at the Lisle Township office, 4721 Indiana Avenue, Lisle, IL, by Supervisor Clarke.

2. Public Comments: None.

3. Approval of Minutes: Motion by Trustee Potterton to approve the minutes of the August
11, 2004 regular Town Board meeting. Second by Trustee Voras. Voice vote, all in favor,
motion passed.

4. Discussion of Lisle Township Trustee Candidates: Ms. Krafthefer was asked to make a
short presentation. She advised the Board that she has been active in township government since
1989, when she was elected as a York Township Trustee, after winning a 9-way primary. She
had to resign after one and one-half years due to accepting a job with the law firm that
represented the township. Ms. Krafthefer has given numerous seminars for TOI, has drafted
portions of the Supervisor’s Manual and Clerk’s Manual published by TOI, and was the editor of
TOT handbook on township laws. Ms. Krafthefer noted that she had to resi gn as the Treasurer of
Lisle Township Republican Organization in order to have the time to complete the book. Her
references are Pate Phillip, Kirk Dillard and Bob Porter, President of TOIL. She is the general
counsel to the DuPage Republican Central Committee, and was Parlimentarian of the recent
Republican caucus for Coroner. She said her schedule will allow attendance at Wednesday
evening meetings.

Motion by Trustee Smith to go into executive session to discuss filling the vacancy in the
office of Trustee. Second by Trustee Potterton.

The open meeting was recessed at 7:45 p.m., and reconvened at approximately 9:00 p.m.

Supervisor Clarke reported that the candidates were narrowed down to three, and that a
written ballot would be used to select the candidate to fill the vacancy. Clerk Tarulis read the
names on the handwritten ballot as follows: Bob Klaeren, Keri Lyn Krafthefer, and Vito
Modica. Copies of the ballot were made and handed out. Clerk Tarulis collected the ballots and
read them aloud. The results were Vito Modica 3 votes, Keri Lyn Krafthefer 1 vote, and Bob
Klaeren, 0 votes.

Motion by Trustee Smith to appoint Vito Modica as Trustee to fill the vacancy caused by
Terry Cherep’s resignation. Second by Trustee Voras.

Clerk Tarulis administered the Qath of Office to Mr. Modica.

5. Discussion of Elected Officials Salaries for 2005 - 2009- Highway Commissioner Dow
handed out a summary of his Department’s accomplishments, his duties and compensation
justification. He is asking for 5% per year increase, which would keep him in the mid-range of
Highway Commissioners in DuPage County.

Supervisor Clarke requested 4.5% increase per year, plus one-half of the insurance which
the Township doesn’t have to spend for him and his family. The County allows employees to
take a cash allowance in lieu of insurance.

Assessor Trowbridge is asking for an increase that would keep; him in the mid-range of
asSessors.

Trustee Potterton pointed out that the employee benefits for health insurance, life
insurance and dental cost the Township approximately $15,000 per year for a married employee
with family coverage, and are a part of compensation.

Discussion and final action on the salaries for 2005 — 2009 will take place at the October
meeting.

6. Lisle Township Employee Compensation Concerns: No discussion.
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7. Report of Township Supervisor: Supervisor Clarke reported the new building
construction is progressing. All permits have been issued, drywall is up and painting has been
started. Occupancy is still planned for early October.

10. Audit of Expenditures:

Motion by Trustee Potterton to audit expenditures. Second by Trustee Voras. Voice
vote, all in favor, motion passed.

Road & Bridge Fund $133,643.76

Smith.
