D Report of Township Supervisor: Supervisor Clarke reported that the new building site
was staked for excavation to begin. The architect will be on the April meeting agenda. The
Lisle Chamber of Commerce is hosting a meeting in March regarding the proposed TIF District.

6. Reports of Township Officers: Highway Commissioner Dow reported that his
department has used lots of salt and de-icing chemicals this past month with numerous snowfalls.
He expects to have to do substantial pothole patching after the Spring thaw.

Trustee Potterton reported that the newsletter is finalized, and will be six pages instead of
the usual four. There is an article by Assessor Trowbridge explaining the assessed value
increases, an article by Lois Biggins regarding the transportation program, and articles on West
Nile Virus and the food pantry. There is also a feedback form for residents to complete and
return. The newsletter is within the budget, because we will only publish one instead of two this
year.

Trustee Smith proposed that the Board reconsider approving the Town Clerk for IMRF
retirement benefits. Supervisor Clarke noted that the IMRF proposal was not on the agenda, and
Clerk Tarulis confirmed that a recent court case prohibits taking action on any matters that are
not on the agenda. The IMRF proposal will be placed on next month’s agenda.

The approval of the Budget & Appropriation Ordinance, and the agenda for the annual
town meeting in April, will also be on the March meeting agenda.
