RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF NAPERVILLE TOWNSHIP,
DUPAGE COUNTY, ILLINOIS FROVIDING FOR AND REQUIRING THE
SUBMISSION OF A BINDING PUBLIC QUESTION PURSUANT TO PUBLIC ACT 100-
106 TO APPEAR ON THE BALLOT OF THE ELECTORS OF NAPERVILLE
TOWNSHIP, DUPAGE COUNTY, ILLINOIS AT THE
APRIL 2, 2019 CONSOLIDATED ELECTION

WHEREAS, Naperville Township (the “Township™) is a duly constituted unit of local

government as provided by Article VII, Section 8 of the Constitution of the State of Ilinois,
adopted in 1970, located in DuPage County, Iilinois; and

WHEREAS, the Naperville Township Road District is a single township road district
located entirely within Naperville Township; and

WHEREAS, DuPage County has a population of less than 3,000,000 inhabitants; and

WHEREAS, Public Act 100-106 amended the Illinois Highway Code by, inter alia,
adding Section 6-134 (605 ILCS 5/6-134), which provides that, “[b]y resolution, the board of
trustees of any township may submit a proposition to abolish the road district of that township to
the electors of that township at a general election or consolidated election in accordance with the
geueral election law™; and

WHEREAS, Public Act 100-106 became effective January 1, 2018; and

WHEREAS, the Township Board of Trustees, by Resolution, is authorized by law to
submit a proposition to the electors of Naperville Township at a general or consolidated election
asking whether the Naperville Township Road District should be abolished as a matter of law
pursuant to 605 ILCS 5/6-134; and

WHEREAS, if the Naperville Township Road District is abolished, all rights, powers,
duties, assets, property, liabilities, obligations, and responsibilities of the Naperville Township
Road District shall vest in and be assumed by the Township; and



WHEREAS, prior to the effective date of Public Act 100-106, and during the pendency of
litigation between the Naperville Township Road District and the Naperville Township Board of
Trustees, the voters of the Naperville Township Road District voted in favor of consolidating the
Naperville Township Road District with the Lisle Township Road District, which will become
effective after the township, Consolidated Election in 2021; and

WHEREAS, the statute authorizing the previonsly passed method for road district
consolidation, which was adopted in the late 1970s, does not provide details as to how road districts
are required to consolidate, and contains no mandate requiring consolidation lower costs of road
district operations; and

WHEREAS, Section 11-106 of the Illinois Highway Code provides that provisions of the
Highway Code “shall be cumulative in effect and if any provision is inconsistent with another
provision of this Court or with any other Act not expressly repealed by Section 11-107 it shall be
considered as an alternative or additional power and not as a limitation upon any other power
granted to or possessed by the several highway authorities™; and

WHEREAS, at the 2018 Amnnual Township meeting, the electors of Naperville Township
elected to form a task force working group to explore the most desirable way to effectuate
consolidation and/or elimination of the Naperville Township Road District that will maximize cost
savings to taxpayers without sacrificing the kigh qualify of service that the Naperville Township
Road District’s employees currently provide to Township residents; and

WHEREAS, the Task Force of Naperville Township Electors has met and submitted their

report and findings to the Township Boaxd of Trustees; and



WHEREAS, the Township Supervisor and the Township Board of Trustees are committed
to ensuring the effective administration of government and the responsible management of
taxpayer money; and

WHEREAS, the Supervisor and Township Board of Trustees have determined that the
voters of Naperville Township should be permitted to determine whether the Naperville Township
Road District shall be abolished by operation of law; and

WHEREAS, the Township Supervisor and the Township Board of Trustees have
determined it is in the best interests of the Township and its residents to submit the following
binding proposition to the electors of the Township at the Consolidated Election to be held on
April 2, 2019:

“Shall the Shall the Road District of Naperville Township be
abolished with all the rights, powers, duties, assets, property,
liabilities, obligations, and responsihilities being assumed by the
Naperville Township?”

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Supervisor and Board of Trustees of
Naperville Township, DuPage County, Illinois, as follows:

Section1.  That all of the recitals contained in the preambles to this Resolution are true
and correct and are hereby incorporated into this Resolution by reference.

Section2. The .Napcrvi]le Township Board of Trustees hereby authorizes the
following binding proposition (the “Binding Proposition™) to be placed on the ballot for voters of
Naperville Township at the Consolidated Election to be held April 2, 2019 and that the Binding
Proposition be submitted in substantially the following form in accordance with Section 6-134 of
the Highway Code and the with general election law:




Shall the Road District of Naperville Township be abolished with e
all the rights, powers, duties, assets, property, liabilities, obligations,
and responsibilities being assumed by Naperville Township?

NO

Section3.  The Naperville Township Board of Trustees further authorizes and directs
that the Binding Proposition be certified to the proper election authority and official(s) so that the
question may be submitted to the voters of Naperville Township in accordance with the general
election law.

Section4.  That after adoption hereof and not less than sixty-cight (68) days prior to
the date of the April 2, 2019 Consolidated Election, the Napefville Township Clerk shall certify a
capy hereof to the DuPage County Board of Election Commissioners, or any election authority
baving jurisdiction over Naperville Township, in order that the Binding Proposition may be
submitted to the voters of Naperville Township at the April 2, 2019 Consolidated Election.

Section 5.  The provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable, and
should any provision of this Resolution be determined to be in conflict with any law, statute, or
regulation by a court of competent jurisdiction, said provision shall be excluded and deemed
inoperative, unenforceable, and as though not provided for herein, and all other provisioas shall
remain unaffected, unimpaired, valid, and in full force and effect.

Section 6.  All ordinances, orders, and resolutions or parts thereof in conflict herewith
are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby superseded and repealed.

Section7.  This Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon passage
and approval by the Supervisor and Board of Trustees of Naperville Township, DuPage County,

State of Tllinois due to the urgent nature of this matter.

And they are really --
unfortunately, they are very expensive to try. The
dollar amounts are so high because of how long the
cases have been going on because of fust how many
cases and how many years this has been going on and
has been unchecked.

and working now to settle those at
fractions of the dollar without having to truly go
to trial or do anything with that, trying to find
records as defenses from 1999, whick would be
extremely difficult to do and expensive to do,
settling those out and now planning in the future to
ensure that the township board is adopting budgets
and levies that are not going to be subject teo those
objections moving forward.

So these -- these cases were from 1999 to
2015. So it's a problem that this board inherited
and has to just —- and then was forced to deal with.
Then I know having spoke with all these other
supervisors who had been around for much longer than
Eddie, saying it's not a big dezl. The judge keeps
kicking things. We don't ever have to deal with

these or worry about them, and that is the opposite
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of what happened.

And so thanks to the leadership of Eddie
and the board, we are able to settle those and
really plan for the future to be fiscally
responsible in the township and also while providing
the same level of service. So I hope that answers
the question.

MR. BEDFORD: And go a step further., I had
said we had all of these accounts, and they are all
co-mingled. Now breaking the accounts out, road is
now responsible for roads. And it's the roads
budget. And there is a, basically, about a
six-month -~ is that about right? Warren, you had a
sig-month —

MR, DIXON: We're in line with what current
legislation requires. That's roughly -- for our
approximation, roughly, about a six-month reserve
position currently.

MR. BEDFORD: But now, actually, the first
question is, what if the county eliminates the
township? The county then takes over the township
government and all of the services that are offered
here, if they continue, will go to the county.

There is a current law right now and,
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unfortunately, they voted today. I believe it's

House Bill 4131. 1It's in McHenry County. It says
that a township with roads less than 15 miles can be
absorbed through referendum by the county. And if
it's passed, the county -- the township ceases
immediately and is taken over by the county.

And they voted on that at 2:00 today. And
nobody knows the results of that. That's for
county. That's for township that has 15-mile roads
or less. I asked Richard today how many miles we
have. He said 16.2.

MR, NOVINGER: 16.09 currently.

MR. BEDFORD: Okay.

MR. DIXON: 2nd just a clarification, that was
a vote in the subcommittee to pull it onto -- pull
it onto the Floor. There is no current proposals to
dissolve the road district into the county for the
township residents. There is currently a binding
referendum that was voted through to merge two
districts into a brand new district, and that's the
only things that are currently on the table right
now.

MODERATOR MICHELASSI: You have a question, =--

MR, LAVIN: Yes. William ILavin 430 Yorktown
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Court, Aurora, Illinois.

And just for clarification, that's just
the road district. That's not the township
government. It's just the roads district. There's
nothing on the table anywhere to dissolve the
township governments?

MR. DIXON: That would be correct. There would
be a required referendum in all rine DuPage County
townships that would require five percent of the
last presidential election signatures in the
90 days. A very high hurdle to particularly do
that. I had the honor and privilege to serve on the
local government consolidation task force that
reviewed these particular matters. So there is no
proposal to dissolve township government in DuPage
County only options for particularly lower mile road
districts.

MODERATOR MICHELA%SI: Are there any other
questions or comments?

State your name and address for the
record, please.

MR. GROBLE: Steve Groble. 75220 Green Acres
Drive, Naperville, Green Acres subdivision.

So then, Warren, if the mileage becomes an
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issue, then potentially merging with Lisle gives us

more road miles; is that correct?

MR, DIXON: Now remember, I'm the assessor on
this so =- well, Richard.

MR. GROBLE: We just know that we have to be
very careful about the way they word these
referendum questions.

MR. DIXON: So the current proposal per the
referendum right now is at the election of the next
township office is the xoad districts in both
Naperville and Lisle would cease to exist, and there
would be a formation of a new road district to be
named that would encompass both of the Naperville
Township parcels and the Lisle Township parcels.
That's the current proposal. Making that larger in
size, it would be called a multi-township
jurisdiction. It's been done before throughout the
State of Illinois in road district purposes. And
it's been done on 300 cases in assessment
jurisdictions. There's 300 multi-assessment
jurisdictions in the State of Illinois. It would
increase the road mileage and then that would be
considered a township road district that would be

over the lane miles in the current state of

legislation that's there currently right now.

MR. GROBLE: Okay. Eddie, if you want any
direction from me, I'll vote that we keep Richard in
the road district as a part of Naperville Township.

MR. NOVINGER: Thank you, Steve. Lisle
Township road district has approximately 35 lane
miles. I have a little over 16 lane miles. Under
the referendum that was passed, what would take
effect and, Ross, please correct me if I'm wrong,
the supervisor and the clerk from each township
would be — would constitute the new board of the
consolidated road district.

Now, that’s by the referendum that was
passed when we were elected. I don't know how you
break a four-person tie if an issue should come up
where Naperville electors want their board to
approve a project in Naperville, and the people in
Lisle don't want it, how do you break a tie? I
don't know. The law was written -— it is very
vague, It doesn't give any clear direction how this
consolidation is to take place.

Personally, I think you're reinventing the
wheel. You'll have to establish new bhanking

relationships, new insurance relationships, it's
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going to be a nightmare to go through this process,

but it’s three years away. There is time to plan
for it if that's what's needed, but that's how
things stand now. We will be, based on the last
referendum, we will be forced to create this new
combined road district, which will be, like T said,
governed by the supervisor and the clerk from each
of the townships.

MODERATOR MICHELASSI: Question over here.

MS. BUGHES: Stephanie Hughes again. 16 lane
miles could be eight or four miles of road or
something. It's not very much. Are we also looking
into the pessibility of blending Naperville Township
roads into the City of Naperville roads?

MR. NOVINGER: Actually, what I'd like to do is
jncrease the road miles that I have. From the
standpoint of efficiency, there's a couple of
sections of road that do not produce any tax revenue
for the City of Naperville because of the properties
that are up against them. And we're alxeady down in
these areas so it's a matter of instead of picking
up a plow, you just keep it down and continue to
plow that road. Thera's saveral situations. I'd

like to increase my road mileaga, and it wouldn't
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affect my operating costs —— well, slightly at most.

MS. HUGHES: T would hope that when this whole
issue is studied that that be a consideration alse.
And I heard youn say that there are other people who
work for you. I -- some of us I think have wondered
why, you know, there's so much organization and
effort put into tending a relatively small amount of
road.

MR. NOVINGER: It seems like it's a small
amount of road, but keep in mind, I'm not just
plowing the streets. We maintain the right-of-ways,
the trees, the tree trimming projects. We also —
you know, we've got that mulch program for any
resident that's in the township whether they're
incorpecrated or not.

There's quite a few services that we
provide in terms of maintenance of storm sewers
and ~~ as well as the various things that most
people associate with maintenance of the roads.

M5. HUGHES: And do you think that you're doing
a better job, and you can do it more efficiently and
economically than, say, the City of Naperville
could?

MR. NOVINGER: Yes. Yes. For instance, when I
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took over the road district, there was an

intergovernmental agreement with Lisle Township road
district. We were sending a check to Lisle Township
road district monthly for $22,916 a month.

Under the terms of that agreement, the two
employees who went over there to become Lisle
Township road district employees, they were forced
to cloek in in Lisle and then spend, depending on
traffic, anywhere from 15 to 30 minutes every day
coming back to Naperville to work in -- to work on
Naperville roads and then clock out a half —- leave
Naperville Township a half an hour to go back to
clock out.

When I brought that up as a problem, I was
not given a satisfactory answer. Well, that's ten
man hours a week that we were paying for for travel.
Under the terms of the agreement, they were supposed
to help us; in ather words, let's say I needed a
vacuum trucker, wanted a piece of their equipment to
come over and help us, we would then get billed
separately despite paying them almost $23,000 a
month. And I thought to myself, this is not good.

I cancelled that IGA and saved $203,000 last year,

which remained to be paid for the agreement at the
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time I took office. And that's $203,000 that I can

put to use in maintaining the road distriet in
Naperville.

MS. HUGHES: Well, I guess we're getting into
the kind of detail that a special group and special
meetings and so forth should be dealing with, but I
do hope that all of the possibilities will be
considered. Thanks.

MR. NOVINGER: Absolutely.

MODERATOR MICHELASSI: Thank you. Any other
questions? Comments? WNot seeing anyone's raising
their hands, should I be like an auctioneer and say,
going once, going twice?

MR. NOVINGER: Tony, one additional comment.

MODERATOR MICHELASSI: Go ahead.

MR. NOVINGER: And I understand the position my
predecessor was in at the time that agreement was
signed. He did what he had to do in order to
survive —- in order for our road district to
survive. I have never questioned Stan's motivation
on that. 2And it's unfortunate that the agreement --
the way it worked out after Stan left office and I
took over. It's unfortunate that the spirit of the

agreement wasn't upheld.
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And so I just want to make sure that the
public understands, the electors here understand
that S5tan was put in an extremely difficult position
trying to keep the City of Naperville from taking
over our operation. 3aAnd he did what neaded to be
done at the time.

And if I had been in his shoes, I probably
would have signed that agreement as well. But it —
it was in effect as long as it needed to be, and I
made the decision -- my first week in office I had
to make two decisions, whether to continue the
lawsuit at the Appellate Court level, and if it was
a ruling against or -- against the road district
whether to have it go back to Circuit Court.

And that's when Eddie and I sat down, and
we said, the taxpayers have paid enough in legal
fees. No matter what the decision en that lawsuit,
there was not going to be any continuped legal
action., That was a waste of the taxpayer dollars.

and the other decision I had to make was
whether or not to continue that agreement. And when
I looked at the numbers, I just said, no. It's =-
it's not -- we're not getting the benefit that we
should be getting from it, and that's why I
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cancelled it.

MR. BEDFORD: And I'm not going to let Richard
take that on by himself. There was communication
between Richard and I. We discussed this. And as I
said to you earlier, we have talked continually,

And I'm in agreement with Richard that Stan did what
he had to do to save the roads and save your -- some
of your tax dollars, but to provide you with the
same level of service that you've always had.

And when we took office, Richard and I
said, you know, this is not working. This is
absorbitant. Lisle is taking us to the cleaners.
Let's look at this and let's end it and bring the
guys back, and let's work the way we have always
worked. And, Stan, vou need to be applauded for
saving the township roads at this point.
